MK BAY MARINA
RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. To make payments in advance for boat storage or moorage space allocated from time to time by the Regional District at the rates established by the Regional District.

2. The owner may retain his berth for the following year providing that he notifies the Marina Manager 20 days before expiry of current contract year and makes his payment in advance.

3. That there will be no refund of payments made under this Contract unless the owner removes his residence from the northwest area of British Columbia. 
4. The boat storage or moorage space or any other space allocated to the Owner in accordance with the Rules and Regulations of the Regional District cannot be assigned or leased by the Owner without the previous consent of the Regional District in writing.

5. To indemnify and save harmless the Regional District against any claims whatsoever for damages caused to any person or property by Owner's use and occupation of said storage or moorage space.

6. To indemnify and save harmless the Regional District against claims of any person using the Regional District's premises at the invitation, express or implied, of the Owner.

7. That the Regional District shall not be liable for any damage to the person or property of the Owner arising in any manner whatsoever from the use and occupation of the said storage or moorage space.

8. The Owner shall be liable for any loss, damage, or destruction caused to the Regional District's property by the Owner's vessel whether under operation and/ or care of the Owner or any other person on board with the Owner's consent, both jointly and severally with such person and shall pay for same within 30 days of receiving account for same.
9. All boats moored at the Regional District's floats shall be at the Owner's risk, and the Regional District shall not be responsible under any circumstances for any loss or damage caused or sustained by such boats, whether the same be caused by the negligence of the Regional District, its servants or agents, or otherwise.

10. The Owner shall not carry on, on the Regional District's premises, any business unless prior consent has been obtained from the Regional District, and the Owner shall not carry on any other activity that may be deemed a nuisance by the Regional District.

11. That immediately on any of the said payments falling into arrears or on breach of any term herein contained, this agreement shall forthwith terminate but without prejudice to the Regional District's rights or the Owner's obligations hereunder.

12. That the Owner will deliver up possession of the said storage or moorage space to the Regional District and remove his boat and equipment on THIRTY DAY'S notice, in which event and notwithstanding Paragraph 3 hereof, the Regional District shall refund to the Owner any payments made hereunder which have been paid for any period after the date of expiration of the said Notice or the date when possession of the space has been delivered up and the Owner's boat and equipment have been removed, whichever is the later.

13. The Regional District may cancel this contract if an Owner, his guest, or his servants break any of the provisions of this contract and the Owner shall upon cancellation forthwith remove his boat from the Regional District's premises or floats.

14. Each Owner is responsible for the safe mooring of his boat, and shall furnish and maintain his own safe lines and chaffing gear. Adequate fenders (bumpers) are required. Care should be taken not to foul any other berth or access with mooring lines.

15. All boats approaching, using, or leaving the Regional District's floats shall do so in a cautious and seamanlike manner, so as not to roll up a swell, or do damage to other craft or to the Regional District's property. Boat speed shall not exceed three knots.

16. The Regional District reserves the right at any time to rearrange the position of any boat moored at the Regional District's floats without previous notice to the Owner.

17. Boats moored at the Regional District's floats shall not be used as living quarters for more than two nights per month except where:

a) Approval has been received under Rule #10 from the Regional District for the owner to carry on a business at the Marina premises. 
b) An owner is a visitor or tourist and has an overnight moorage contract.

c) An owner has a special use permit issued by the Marina Manager for marina security purposes.

18. No reflective type electric heater, flame type, or oil burner to be operated unless it is an APPROVED marine installation.

19. The storage of flammable liquids oily rags, etc. is prohibited on Regional District's floats or premises. Owners may do minor repairs at the floats, but no litter shall be thrown overboard or left at the premises.

20. In the interest of sanitation, no toilets, sinks, bilges, or petroleum products shall be pumped while vessels are moored in Regional District property. 
21. Each Owner requiring power service must first make application to the Marina Manager.

22. Water may be supplied free of charge provided it is not used wastefully. The Regional District reserves the right to charge, at its discretion, any person who abuses this privilege. The use of vacuum type syphons for pumping out boats in the Regional District property is prohibited. 
23. All vessels must be clearly marked with the name or registration number as required by law.

24. Dinghies on the Regional District's premises or floats must be clearly marked with the registration number or name of the vessel or Owner and must not be left on the floats or wings. Boats over eight feet in length cannot be considered dinghies.

25. The leaving of vehicles at the wharf approaches, driveways or loading zones is prohibited and any such vehicle may be towed away at the Owner's expense. The Regional District shall not be liable for loss of any articles left in vehicles or boats.

26. Children under the age of 14 years, unless accompanied by an adult, shall not be permitted on the Regional District's floats, and all children under that age shall wear life jackets while on Regional District's floats.

27. Animals not on a leash are absolutely prohibited on premises or floats.

28. Boats must use the mooring assigned to them and none other. Infractions will result in moving charges. The Regional District reserves the right to change mooring assignments.

29. A person purchasing the boat designated on the contract will acquire only the rights under the contract for the balance of the contract year.

30. Each Owner shall check his boat regularly, especially after high winds, rain or snow. The canvass covering and the pumping out of boats are the responsibility of the Owner.

31. Each Owner, his guest, or his servant, must conduct himself in a manner not detrimental to the safety of the Marina nor to the quiet enjoyment of the Marina by others; and in compliance with all Federal, Provincial and local laws and regulations, including all posted Rules of Conduct and orders of the Marina Manager, with regard to conduct.
32. Each Owner shall have public liability insurance in such reasonable amount as the Regional District shall determine.

33. In the event of sale of the Owner's boat by the Regional District, the Regional District is hereby entitled to recover from the sale price any rental, bailiff's fees, surveyors fees and legal fees on "solicitor and own client basis" to recover 100 per cent of the Regional District's costs or other payment for the storage or moorage of the boat owed by the owner to the Regional District under the terms and conditions of this agreement and the Rules and Regulations contained and in addition to pay to the Regional District the cost of such sale, including the advertising thereof and to then pay the balance over to the Owner of such sale price.
34. Should the Regional District sell the Owner's boat on the Owner's refusal or neglect to remove his boat as required by the Rules and Regulations, then the Regional District may deduct from such sale price the cost of sale and the removal of such boat and shall pay the balance over to the Owner.

35. The Regional District shall not sell an Owner's boat without first giving to the Owner by double-registered mail thirty days notice of the Regional District's intention to sell the boat and the reasons for such sale and the date upon which the sale will take place. Such notice shall be addressed to the Owner at the address of the owner as herein set forth or as otherwise advised by the Owner in writing to the Regional District.
36. Any sale by the Regional District of any boat of an Owner shall be carried out by auction at the Marina of the Regional District.

37. Wherever the word "Owner" appears, it shall refer to the person, or persons, or Company set forth on the fact hereof, notwithstanding that such person, persons, or Company is, or are not, in fact the legal Owners of the vessel. Whenever the words "Regional District" appear they shall refer to the Regional District of Kitimat-Stikine.
38. That any and all notices to be given in accordance with this contract shall be addressed as follows:
